Cost:   

¥ $100.00 (non-refundable) per vendor booth for Friday and Saturday. 
¥ $200.00 (non-refundable) per food booth for Friday and Saturday 
¥ All checks or money orders are to be made out to the Muskegon Community 

Health Project. 
 
The Fiesta will provide: 

¥ 12 x 12 spaces for vendor use.   
¥ Tents will not be provided and the vendor must have one.   
¥ The festival will provide a 10 x 10 tent for an additional charge of $100.00. 
¥ 110 volt – 15 amps is provided. 
¥ Vendor must provide extension cord to electricity  

 
Regulations: 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, must follow all festival, city and Health Department 
policies.   

¥ The failure to follow all policies and procedures of the aforementioned may result 
in immediate closure of food/merchants booth and/or will jeopardize selection as 
a vendor in the future. 
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Permits and Security: 
¥ All vendors, food/merchants, must obtain the proper sales tax license and agrees 

to be responsible for the payment of any sales tax or any other taxes and shall pay 
such taxes to the proper governmental authority. 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, are responsible for liability insurance to cover the 
cost of activities of vendor against injury, theft or damage to persons or property 
as the result of any accident, casualty, claim or any cause whatsoever. 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, are to hold the Muskegon Community Health 
Project, Hispanic Community Services Coalition, Board members, staff, City of 
Muskegon, owners, lessees of the property upon which the Fiesta! Sabor Latino is 
conducted, Harmless of any form of liability or claim for injury or damages or 
theft or any other cause whatsoever. 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, agrees and understand that the Hispanic Community 
Services Coalition shall provide security officer(s) during official hours of the 
festival, however, all vendors agree that items of value left in booth is at vendor’s 
risk. 

 
Booth: 

¥ The Hispanic Community Services Coalition has sole discretion of the location of 
the vendor’s food/merchant’s booth and the number of booths selected for the 
festival and replacement. 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, are not to display any signage/banner that may be 
perceived as advertisement for non-festival sponsors. 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, must provide all other equipment and resources to 
operate booth. 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, will not bring in any personal alcoholic beverages 
into the Fiesta! Sabor Latino Festival. 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, must have enough workers to ensure limited waiting 
time for customers and a smooth overall operation. 

¥ All booths must be manned at all times during the operation of the Fiesta! Sabor 
Latino Festival. 

 
Food: 

¥ All vendors, food/merchants, must be aware that there may be other vendors who 
may be selling the exact or similar items, beverage(s) or food(s). 

¥ All vendors’ food/merchants must not store food, equipment, or other vendor 
property in unauthorized areas. 

¥ Food Vendors cannot sell alcoholic beverages of any kind including “Malta”. 
 
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 

¥ All vendor(s), food/merchants, shall be an independent contractor under this 
agreement.  Vendor nor its volunteers shall have the authority to represent to any 
other individual(s) that she/he is a representative or employee of the Hispanic 
Community Services Coalition, Fiesta! Sabor Latino Festival, the City of 
Muskegon, or any festival sponsor/contributor.
